The Riders had the go-ahead run at the plate in the ninth but Luis
Yander La O flew out to deep left field to end the game.

EATEN UP BY THE WOLFF: Riders hitters have had their struggles producing runs in San Antonio this last few years.

. Since the start of 2016, the Riders have scored 112 runs in 33 games at Wolf Stadium (3.4 per game). In that same span,
they've averaged 4.5 runs per contest against the Missions at home.

. Conversely, Riders pitching has thrived in one of the league’s more pitcher-friendly parks, permitting just 3.2 runs per
game since the start of 2016. That stretch features four shutouts and 15 games with no more than two runs allowed.

VYING FOR THE BIG HIT: The Riders have had their struggles collecting hits with runners in scoring position this year.

. The club is hitting .237 with RISP, sixth in the league (Tulsa, .210; NW Arkansas .230). With the bases loaded, the Riders
are only 4-for-22 (.182), the second-lowest mark in the league (Arkansas, .167).

. Last year’s group struggled with RISP as well, hitting a league-low .228.

. Conversely, Riders pitching struggled to limit the big hits in the weekend series against Corpus Christi. The Hooks hit
447 (21-for-47) with RISP in the four-game sweep of the Riders.

ELECTRIFYING DEFENSE: The Riders defense had quite the produtive last five games, turning 12 double plays, accumu-
lating four outfield assists, catching four runners stealing and picking off two. After the double play flurry, the Riders are
second in the league in twin killings (19), trailing only Corpus Christi (20).

NEWCOMER FITTING IN WELL: Outfielder Hunter Cole continues to pace Riders hitters across a handful of statistical

categories.

. Cole enters play leading the team in average (.357), on-base percentage (.471), slugging (.500), hits (20), home runs (2),
RBIs (11) and walks (12).

. His average ranks seventh in the league while his OBP is fourth-best. He is also the only player in the league to garner
multiple intentional walks this season.

. Through his first 16 games, Cole has hit safely in 13 with multiple hits in seven. He's been aboard safely in 14 of 16
outings and had his 11-game on-base streak curtailed Sunday.

. Cole is in his first year as a Rangers farmhand after coming over from the Giants organization in November as the
player-to-be-named-later in last June’s deal for Sam Dyson.
